A HAT-TRICK of wickets is a rarity in cricket

i and one that comes along once in a biue moon.

It's even more amazing when that hat-trick comes in a haul of
six wickets for a miserly 33 runs from just five overs.

But what makes that very achievement from Adam Street all
the more impressive is that he was bowling in ADULT cricket for
the very FIRST TIME and he is just 14 years old!

A regular for Calverton Under-15s, who play in the Mansfield
and District League, Adam has been playing cricket for a little
over a year.

He was understandably delighted with his performance saying
he was very proud and knew it would be difficult to follow that
display up.

Mr Street added: “Adam is a very level-headed young man and
he almost ook it in his stride. He s just looking forward o play-
ing again, but no doubt he will never forget his first bowl.

“It is such a rare thing and | thought it was very momentus.
Everyone was full of praise and congratulations for him.”
